NEW BOARD OF DIRECTORS FOR THE LA-
TIN AMERICAN SOCIETY OF PRIMATO-
LOGY (SLAPRIM)

On August 23rd, 2021 the new Board of Directors (i.e.,
Coordinaciéon Ejecutiva) of the Latin American Society
of Primatology (SLAPrim) took office during the virtual
ordinary meeting of the General Assembly. The vote to
elect the new Board of Directors took place in 2020, but
due to the rescheduling of the IPS-SLAPrim congress in
Quito from 2020 to 2022, the change was postponed to
this year. The elected officers are: Liliana Cortés Ortiz,
President; Luciana Oklander, Secretary; and Stella de la
Torre, Treasurer. Article 24 of SLAPrim By-Laws allows
the Treasurer, in agreement with the other members of
the Executive Coordination, to appoint a Pro-Treasurer
to support her/him in her/his attributions. This position

must be approved by the Council (i.e., Consejo Direc-
tivo). The new Board of Directors proposed Bernardo
Urbani as Pro-Treasurer and this position was approved
by the Council. In addition to the new Board of Directors,
some Council members were also elected: Natalia Cebal-
los took office as regional representative for Venezuela,
Guyanas and the Caribbean, and Melissa Rodriguez and
Daniela Solano as regional representatives (regular and
alternate representatives, respectively) for Mesoamerica.
Similarly, Leandro Jerusalinsky and Sam Shanee took of-
fice as members of the Supervisory Council. Below is a
profile of each of the new members of the Board of Dir-
ectors of SLAPrim.

Liliana Cortés Ortiz is a Research Associate Professor at
the University of Michigan. She is a founding member of
the Latin American Society of Primatology (SLAPrim)
and was Secretary in the period 2017-2020. She is also
vice president for Mesoamerica of the IUCN Primate
Specialist Group. Her research focuses on the evolution
of platyrrhine primates, with special interest in popula-
tion genetics, phylogeography and hybridization as an
important process in the generation of genetic diversity
in primates. Likewise, she has worked and collaborated
in behavioral studies and promotes conservation actions,
particularly of the primates of Mexico and Central Amer-
ica. Although she has mostly worked with howler mon-
keys (genus Alouatta), she has also directly contributed
to work on other taxonomic groups such as Cebuella,
Ateles, Lagothrix, and Aotus.

Luciana I. Oklander is an Associate Researcher at the Na-
tional Council for Scientific and Technical Research (CON-
ICET) and an Associate Researcher at the Félix de Azara
Natural History Foundation. She is a founding member of
the Latin American Society of Primatology (SLAPrim) and
was Treasurer in the period 2017-2020. She was president
of the Argentine Primatology Association (APrimA) during
the period 2015-2017 and is a member of the IUCN Pri-
mate Specialist Group. Since 1998, she has worked in vari-
ous research groups in evolutionary biology, and primate
genetics and behavior. She is internationally recognized as
a primatologist with a passion for protecting the environ-
ment. Most of her work focuses on South American species
of howler monkeys (Alouatta caraya and Alouatta guariba),
but she is currently studying robust capuchin monkeys (Sa-
pajus nigritus) as well.

Stella de la Torre is a professor and researcher at the
San Francisco de Quito University. She is a found-
ing member of the Ecuadorian Primate Studies Group
(GEPE) and the Latin American Society of Primatology
(SLAPrim). She is also a member of the IUCN Primate
Specialist Group. For the past 30 years she has worked
on the ecology, behavior and conservation of Ecuadorian
primates. Her research is mainly focused on the follow-
ing species: Cebuella pygmaea, Alouatta palliata and Ce-
bus aequatorialis.
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Bernardo Urbani is a tenured associate researcher at
the Anthropology Center of the Venezuelan Institute
of Scientific Research. He is a founding member of the
Latin American Society of Primatology (SLAPrim) and
a member of the [UCN Primate Specialist Group. He
was a postdoctoral fellow at the Aristotle University of
Greece and a visiting researcher at Harvard University
and the National Autonomous University of Mexico.
His research interests are the ecology and behavior of
Neotropical primates (especially of the genus Cebus),
history of primatology, ethnoprimatology/archaeopri-
matology, and primate conservation studies. He received
the “Martha Galante Award” (from the International Pri-
matological Society) and the “Early Career Achievement
Award” (from the American Society of Primatologists).

NUEVA COORDINACION EJECUTIVA DE LA SO-
CIEDAD LATINOAMERICANA DE PRIMATOLO-
GIA (SLAPRIM)

El 23 de agosto del presente aio, tomd posesion la nueva
Coordinacién Ejecutiva de la Sociedad Latinoamericana
de Primatologia (SLAPrim) en el marco de su Asamblea
General Ordinaria. La votacién para elegir a la nueva
Coordinacion Ejecutiva se llevd a cabo en 2020 pero

debido a la postergacion del congreso IPS-SLAPrim en
Quito se decidi6 aplazar el cambio de administracién
hasta este afio. Las personas elegidas para los distintos
cargos son: Liliana Cortés Ortiz como Presidenta, Lucia-
na Oklander como Secretaria y Stella de la Torre como Te-
sorera. El Estatuto de SLAPrim considera en su Articulo
24 la posibilidad de que el Tesorero, en acuerdo con los
demas miembros de la Coordinacién Ejecutiva, nombre
a un Pro-Tesorero para que lo apoye en sus atribuciones.
Este cargo debe ser aprobado por el Consejo Directivo.
La nueva Coordinacién Ejecutiva propuso a Bernardo
Urbani como Pro-Tesorero y este cargo fue aprobado por
el Consejo Directivo. Ademas de la nueva Coordinacién
Ejecutiva, algunos cargos del Consejo Directivo fueron
elegidos: Natalia Ceballos tomo posesiéon como represen-
tante regional para Venezuela, las Guayanas y el Caribe, y
Melissa Rodriguez y Daniela Solano como representantes
regionales (titular y suplente, respectivamente) para Me-
soamérica. Asi mismo, Leandro Jerusalinsky y Sam Sha-
nee tomaron los cargos como miembros del Consejo de
Vigilancia. A continuacién, se presenta una semblanza
de cada unos de los nuevos miembros de la Coordinacién
Ejecutiva de SLAPrim.

Liliana Cortés Ortiz es Profesora-Investigadora Asociada
en la Universidad de Michigan. Es miembro fundador de
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la Sociedad Latinoamericana de Primatologia (SLAPrim)
y fue secretaria en el periodo 2017-2020. Es también
vicepresidenta para Mesoamérica del Grupo Especialis-
ta en Primates de la UICN. Su investigacion se enfoca
principalmente en la evolucion de los primates platirri-
nos, con especial interés en la genética de poblaciones,
los procesos biogeograficos y la hibridacién como un
proceso importante en la generacion de diversidad ge-
nética de los primates. Asimismo, ha conducido y par-
ticipado en trabajos de conducta y fomenta acciones de
conservacion, particularmente de los primates de Méxi-
co y Centroamérica. Aunque la mayoria de su trabajo ha
sido con monos aulladores (género Alouatta), también
ha contribuido directamente en trabajos de otros gru-
pos taxondmicos tales como Cebuella, Ateles, Lagothrix
y Aotus.

Luciana I. Oklander es Investigadora Adjunta del Con-
sejo Nacional de Investigaciones Cientificas y Técnicas
(CONICET) e Investigadora Asociada de la Fundacion
de Historia Natural Félix de Azara. Es miembro fun-
dador de la Sociedad Latinoamericana de Primatologia
(SLAPrim) y fue Tesorera en el periodo 2017-2020. Fue
presidenta de la Asociacién de Primatologia Argentina
(APrimA) durante el periodo 2015-2017 y es miembro
del Grupo de Especialistas en Primates de la UICN.
Desde 1998, ha trabajado en diversos grupos de investi-
gacion en biologia evolutiva, genética y comportamien-
to de primates. Es reconocida internacionalmente como
una primatdloga apasionada por la proteccién del medio
ambiente. La mayor parte de su trabajo se ha enfocado
en especies sudamericanas de monos aulladores (Aloua-
tta caraya y Alouatta guariba), y actualmente también
estudia los monos cai (Sapajus nigritus).

Stella de la Torre es Profesora-investigadora en la Uni-
versidad San Francisco de Quito. Es miembro funda-
dor del Grupo de Estudios de Primates del Ecuador
(GEPE) y de la Sociedad Latinoamericana de Primato-
logia (SLAPrim). También es miembro del Grupo de
Especialistas en Primates de la UICN. Ha trabajado 30
afos en ecologia, comportamiento y conservacién de los
primates ecuatorianos. Sus estudios se concentran prin-
cipalmente en las siguientes especies: Cebuella pygmaea,
Alouatta palliata y Cebus aequatorialis.

Bernardo Urbani es investigador asociado titular en el
Centro de Antropologia del Instituto Venezolano de In-
vestigaciones Cientificas. Es miembro fundador de la
Sociedad Latinoamericana de Primatologia (SLAPrim)
y miembro del Grupo de Especialistas en Primates de
la UICN. Fue postdoctorante en la Universidad Aris-
toteles de Grecia e investigador visitante en la Universi-
dad de Harvard y la Universidad Nacional Auténoma de
Meéxico. Sus intereses de investigacion son la ecologia
y comportamiento de primates neotropicales (especial-
mente del género Cebus), historia de la primatologia,
etnoprimatologia/arqueoprimatologia y estudios de

conservacion de primates. Recibié el “Martha Galante
Award” (de la Sociedad Internacional de Primatologia)
y el “Early Career Achievement Award” (de la Sociedad
Americana de Primat6logos).
